The TURNER was one of the
GEARING class destroyers, but what
do we know abou the GEARING
(DD-710)? Obviously she was much
like the TURNER, commissioned on
May 3rd 1945and decommissoned on
July 2nd 1973. So, you say, is there
anything urique aout her other than
she was the leader of a class of de-
stroyers commissioned too late to fight
in WW-I1? The axswer is, yes.

There was a day when the Navy
named destroyers to honao people,

mostly military, who had served the
nation in some worthy manner, many
of them giving their lives. Thisistrue
of the GEARING, except that she is
named for three generations of men
who served in the Navy. The first was
Henry Chalfant Geaing, ban in 1855
and gaduated from the Naval Acad-
emy in 1876. He served on severa
ships and commanded the naval sta-
tions a Cavite and Olongapo in the
Phili ppines. He retired in 1909.

He was followed by his ©n Henry
Chalfant Geaing Jr. who was born in
1887. Junior graduated from the Naval

Academy in 1907and went on to com-
mand a long list of destroyers, De-
stroyer Squadron 4 and the Naval
Training Station, San Diego before his
deghin 19%4.

Henry Chafant Geaing Ill was
born in 1912 at Vallgo, Cdifornia and
graduated from the Naval Academy in
1936. After serving onsevera ships
as a young dficer he went aboard the
Juneau as a Lieutenant in 1942. Gea-
ing was lost with the ship when she
was torpedoed and sunk in the Solo-
mon Islands.




Our Association has only three
ways to make money to continue our
good work: holding reunions, selling
items from the Ship©s dore and soli ¢t
ing dues from our members.

During this past yea, we alded
another 179 shipmates to our roster,
including 26 newly located
"Plankowners.” Additionaly, we con-
tinued to improve the "Turner Times'
and aur website to kegp the memory of
our ships dive ad to let al of our
shipmates, and their famili es, know the
news of our association. These dforts,
along with the rest of our association’s
business, cost money.

During the 2001-2002 dues yea,
18.2% of members paid dwes. During
this last yea, that contribution rate
dropped to 17.3%.
