By any measurement the USS 

TURNER reunion in San Diego 
was a big success.  One gage is 
that 104 people attended.  Forty-
nine of them were shipmates and 
were joined by 55 spouses, asso-
ciate members, and guests.

The Holiday Inn on the Bay 
was a wonderful place to have the 
reunion.  The hotel was first class 
and its location, right on the bay, 
was excellent.  Across the street 
was the saili ng ship, Star of India, 
which is permanently moored on 
the waterfront.  This week she 
had company.  About twenty 
other tall ships were in the bay.

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America On Line has more prob-
lems than their profits indicate.  In 
June, our website space, and that of a 
number of others, was compromised 
by the inadequate security measures 
of AOL.  It seems AOL allowed 
someone in France to use our allotted 
space.  Their files "combined" with 
ours, making our files, and hence our 
website, unusable by anyone! 

Our website is very important to 
us.  Several shipmates, who we could 
not locate in the usual manner, have 
found us by searching the Internet 
and finding our website.  It also helps 
publicize what our organization does 
and also provides information to peo-
ple using Internet sites like "Tin Can 
Sailors" and "The Dictionary of 

American Naval Fighting Ships."  
We also list our website address at 
various other Internet sites so that 
anyone looking for Turner informa-
tion can find us. 

As recently as August, AOL has 
no estimated time of repair for this 
problem.  As we don't pay for that 
storage space, we have little recourse 
against AOL.  Therefore, we have 
closed our old website address and 
have opened a new address.  We will 
have to inform anyone who has our 
old address that a new one exists. 

The bad news is that Tom Shin-
gleton will have to recreate our old 
website at the new address.  This is a 
time consuming effort on his part.  
The good news is that all the text has 

been saved; backed up as part of 
Tom's diligence.  Also most of the 
picture files on the old site were also 
either backed up or available from 
those who contributed the pictures in 
the first place. 

The bottom line is that we have a 
new address for our website.  It is 
http://hometown.aol.com/turn834/
index.htm.

Our new Internet address also ap-
pears in the Turner Times masthead. 

Over the course of the coming 
year, we wil l research a better alter-
native for AOL and may also have 
the opportunity to change our web 
address to something simpler.  We 
wil l keep you up to date on our pro-
gress. 
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Here we are again, with our hats in 
our hands, asking for your annual dues.  
As a reminder, dues cover the "year" be-
tween reunions, and NOT a calendar 
year.  As we have put the San Diego re-
union to bed, it©s time to collect again. 

During this past year, we added an-
other 160 shipmates to our roster.  That©s

We keep ALL ship-
mates on our mailing list, send ALL of 
them the newsletter and they are ALL 
eligible to attend reunions, whether or 
not they pay dues. 

Now come the compliments.  In the 
2000-2001 dues year, 17% of members 
paid dues.  During this last year, that 
number increased to 18.2%, our highest 
contribution rate ever.

If we are to 
continue our mission of keeping 
Turner’s memory alive, we must con-
tinue that trend!

First thing, I want to congratulate 
you and your staff on a great news-
letter!  Volume 4 Issue 3 was espe-
cially great!  I enjoyed the article by 
Henry Newman, PhM2, and thought 
that perhaps I might include some of 
the things that I recall from my short 
time on the Turner ('47-'48). 

I shipped over in Springfield, 
MA, in July 1947, and was sent to 
the receiving station in Boston.  Af-
ter a few days, a train car full of sail-
ors was sent west to Goat Island in 
San Francisco Bay.  After getting re-
inoculated for everything (no health 
records), I was transferred to San 
Diego to report to the Turner as CFC 
(Chief, Fire Control).  I went aboard 
on a Thursday and discovered the 
ship was getting underway for COM-
WESSEAFRON (COM Western Sea 
Frontier), long word for China, on 
Monday. 

There was another CFC on board 
that I was relieving, who looked li ke 
he hadn©t shaved for several days, 
and he was anxious that I sign the 
Title B custody cards that he was re-
sponsible for.  I told him I©d sign 
when I see the Title B articles, and 
besides he was signed up as sub-
custody and some Off icer was really 
responsible.  On Friday, I got a 72 
and went on liberty. 

When I returned early on Sunday 
to get squared away, "Slug" Scholl,  
CFC came aboard.  I asked him what 
was wrong on the Turner?  He said, 
"flooded magazine, and I©ll have the 
guilty one or ones before we get to 
Pearl".  He did; it was a Corpsman 
striker at Battle Station 3. 

The officers I remember were the 
Skipper, Antrim, the XO, H. Ward, 
Engineering Off icer Roth, 1st LT 
Turner, Fire Control Officer Gate-
wood, and, Supply Off icer Dowd.  I 
believe Turner and Roth were re-
serves.  I thought Dowd was Acad-
emy, but had chosen Supply versus 
Line, and his father was a Vice Ad-
miral at Mare Island.  Reserve offi-
cers caught hell from the Skipper, 
and Dowd did as well , because he 
was Supply and not Line. 

It was September by now and 
Ensign Gatewood told me to prepare 
the Gun Wear Report.  This report, 
li ke all other reports, had been due in  
July, and I so informed him.  I don©t 
think that he knew what a Gun Wear 
Report was.  He was looking desper-
ate, so I asked him for the last Star 
Gauge information and the Rounds 
Fired Log.  After a pregnant wait, I 
told him that the Gunnery Off icer 
should have the needed information. 

One thing that has stuck in my 
mind has been the time we left 
Shanghai and passed the Cruiser Salt 
Lake City.  They manned the rail and 
the band played the National Anthem 
to honor Captain Antrim who was a 

holder of the Congressional Medal of 
Honor. 

I completed my 20 years in July 
1959, and left the Navy as FTCS, 
and have enjoyed that retirement 
check for 43 years. 

I enjoyed the time aboard Turner 
and the two reunions I managed to 
make, one at Virginia Beach and one 
at Baltimore.  I wish all of the Turner 
crew the very best and long li fe to 
everyone.

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kind of hell your first few weeks on 
board your new home away from 
home. 

I was sent to "Boat School" and 
was soon running the l iberty 
launches, was assigned to the "Old 
Man©s Gig" and became the helms-
man during special sea detail .  Boy, 
did I love that.  What a feeling of 
control! 

However, I soon learned that 
there were better places to work than 
in the 1st Division.  Every time I 
stood watch as a look out, and even-
tually as Boatswain©s Mate of the 
Watch on the bridge, I noticed all of 
those enlisted men running around in 

clean pressed dungarees.  They were 
having fun sending messages by 
flashing light or with some little flags 
they held in their hands.  They also 
helped the officers chart the course 
and sail the ship.  This was the job 
for me! 

I soon became a Quartermaster.  
That meant signal school and Loran 
classes at Newport. RI.  When I re-
turned to the ship, Roy Hurlburt and 
I were the only two QM©s.  We re-
ported to Dick Willoughby, Signal-
man 1st class, and later Chief Dris-
coll took over the division. 

I completed my tour of duty in 
1958 and left the TURNER.  I took 
with me many fond memories, which 
I tucked away in my own special 

place.  From time to time, I would 
pull out the Med cruise book from 
1957 and recall the good old days. 

Just a short time ago, I tried to 
locate the TURNER on-line and, af-
ter receiving some help from another 
Tin Can sailor, I found her.
